For 25 years the “domaine des deux moulins” propose a good variety of different Loire Valley wines, 

from their vineyard, near Angers.  

Cultivated respecting the environment and tradition, you will have the chance to taste high quality 

wines, from sweet to dry and wine, red, and rosé.  

The “domaine des deux moulins” propose a visit (30 minutes long) of their wineries, ending with a 

wine tasting including an appetizer and a discussion about the wines and their production (lasting 

about an 1 hour long). The different wines available are: 

- Anjou blanc sec « Expression du chenin » (Dry white wine) 

- Anjou rouge « Terres des Cartes » (Red wine) 

- Anjou village Brissac (Red wine)  

- Rosé d’Anjou « Jolie Quille »  

- Coteaux de l’Aubance (White wine)

The “Chateau de Brissac” (Brissac Castle) located near the city of Angers, is a historically listed building 

by the french minister of culture.  

The “Château de Brissac” is owned by the Cossé-Brissac family since 1502. The descendants of the first 

family, the Marquis, his wife and their four children, still live in the castle. 

The castle has seven stories altogether, making it the tallest castle in the Loire Valley. The architecture 

is characterized by his baroque style. 

You will enjoy a guided visit lasting 1h30 including the castle and the wine cellar, ending with a wine 

tasting.
